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	Roles and Responsibilities

You need to show that you understand the different roles in the performing arts industry and how the types of jobs are different.

	How:

· Make a list of the types of jobs there are in the music industry and explain the main roles and responsibilities involved in that job. (eg, administration, performing, concert organisation etc) – You can find out information on the internet if you need more help.

· Draw a family tree of jobs and responsibilities in the theatre and explain the different roles.

· Research the jobs available in dance and explain the different roles.

	Research a Practitioner in the Performing Arts Industry
You will need to research information about a professional performing artist. This could be an actor, singer, musician, comedian or anybody else who makes their living from performing or working in the Performing arts industry.

	How:

· Choose an actor, singer, dancer, musician and research information about them.

Try to find out:

· How they became involved in the performing arts 

· Where they trained, or how they were taught

· When they began working in the performing arts

· What were the early professional performances they were involved in- what were they doing at the start of their career
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· What was their first major success (their “big break”)

· Briefly, what have been the main performances they have been in?

· What performance work are they doing at the moment?

· Why are YOU interested in this performer? 

· Does the performer have any particular performance skills that YOU would like to develop?



	Presenting your Work

You need to present your work clearly.

	How:

· You may present this project in any way you like, but you should try to make it visually interesting- use colour, illustration etc.   Do not cut and paste chunks from the internet- you need to put the information you find into your own words.   
· You need to keep a bibliography of where you got your information from. This is a list of any books or websites that you have used for research. This should be included at the end of your project.
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
