	MUSIC – UNIT 1
Initial Skills Base (lesson 1)

Answer questionnaire on skills and throughout the course show how you have improved by Reviewing your progress.
Term 1: Ensemble Performing: Spot the Dot Blues.

You will learn about ensemble skills and practise techniques and to perform in a 3 part ensemble piece and learn about the beginnings of Blues. You will be graded for the final performance and your written log book.
Term 2: Solo keyboard work based on blues.
You will learn the 12 bar blues chord pattern, blues scale, how to improvise and create a walking bass line. You will be graded on your completion of the tasks and your evaluations and log book.

Term 3:Ensemble Performing: Restful Reggae

You will learn about reggae and its culture and learn to play in a 3 part reggae ensemble.

You will be graded on your final performance and your evaluations and log book.

	DRAMA—UNIT 1
 Initial Skills Base (lesson 1)

Before starting the course you need to be aware of your ability in drama. Throughout the course you will need to show how you have improved by Reviewing your progress.
Term 1: Devising from Music   (Silent Movies)

You will learn how turn music into Drama, creating atmosphere using different styles of performance and building on timing. You will be graded for the final performance and your written log book.

Term 2: Interpretation of Text (Dan Nolan: Missing)

You will learn about how to use characterisation to communicate the message of a play to an audience using different Drama skills and style.You will be graded for the final performance and your written log book.

Term 3: Creation of Character:  (Commedia Dell ‘Arte)
You will learn how to create a comedy character using gesture, stance and body-language. You will be assessed on your ongoing character creation and invention, your written log book and research project.
	DANCE—UNIT 1
Initial Skills Base (lesson 1)
Before starting the course you need to be aware of your ability in dance. Throughout the course you will need to show how you have improved by reviewing your progress.
Term 1: Urban Dance
You will study urban dance styles eg, street / hip hop/ break dance and work towards a group performance piece.

You will be graded on your final performance and your written log book.

Term 2: Social Dance

You will study choreography and create a dance in social dance style eg, salsa / rock and roll.

You will be graded on your choreography and your written log book..
Term 3: Modern Contemporary Dance

You will study a professional dance work and analyse a performance . 

You will be assessed on your research of the professional work.


	UNIT 2—Showcase Performance Term 4 / 5
Between February and May work for a 15 minute performance choosing from activities in MUSIC, DRAMA and DANCE.

The brief set by AQA (the exam board) in a question paper. Perform the work and provide evidence of your planning, rehearsals etc on no more than 4 sides of A4 paper.
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	Throughout year 9 you will be studying a Vocational GCSE in Performing Arts. You will complete the coursework requirements in music, drama and dance lessons. Towards the end of year 9 there will be an opportunity for you to be entered for the exam depending on the level of work produced in the year.

The course is divided into 2 units.

UNIT ONE

Knowledge and Understanding and development of skills.

70%

Marks are awarded for work provided in a portfolio. This will include evidence of what you have learnt throughout the course and provide evidence of how you have improved your skills.

UNIT TWO

Showcase Performance of 15 minutes including aspects of music, drama and dance.

30%

In small groups you need to work at a performance piece. The brief (idea) will be set by the exam board. You will also need to present your rehearsal details and planning in no more than 4 sides of A4 paper.
